The vast majority of Department of Education ARRA funds are formula grants to States for programs, many of which are primarily related to teaching.  Headcount is the primary component of many of these grants.  Accordingly, most ED programs are listed as NEPA Not Applicable for this first report.    
 

One exception to this statement is TAFS #91-0103, Impact Aid – Construction.  The discretionary portion of these awards (none awarded yet) may be subject to NEPA requirements and the Department is continuing to work with CEQ on ways to efficiently address these awards including establishing categorical exclusion categories.
