 General Notes:

1.
This report includes all 52 DOE Recovery Act projects approved as of April 24, 2009, and reflects the current project definition and titles.  The number of ARRA Funded Projects/Activities will increase in future reports to reflect the approval of additional projects.
2.
Of the 52 approved projects, 9 are being conducted pursuant to the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  NEPA values are incorporated into the CERCLA process; separate NEPA reviews are not required.  The 9 CERCLA projects referred to in the “NEPA Not Applicable” column on page 1 are listed below.

For the following programs ARRA project plans are undergoing the approval process:  Electricity Delivery and Energy Reliability, Fossil Energy Research and Development, and Energy Transformation Acceleration Fund (ARPA-E). Thus, this report includes only the Treasury Appropriation Fund Symbol, Title/Program, and Total ARRA Appropriation for these programs.
5.
Bonneville Power Administration has yet to seek borrowing authority approval from Recovery Act appropriations and the Western Area Power Administration is establishing the office through which it will seek approval to use Recovery Act appropriations for borrowing authority. Thus, this report includes only the Treasury Appropriation Fund Symbol, Title/Program, and Total ARRA Appropriation for these programs.
6.
The number of ARRA Funded Projects/Activities is less than the number of NEPA actions for two reasons. First, some DOE Recovery Act projects involve distributing funds to multiple parties, with distinct NEPA compliance requirements for each recipient of DOE funds. Second, some DOE Recovery Act projects include multiple activities, with distinct NEPA compliance requirements for each activity.

7.
Each DOE Recovery Act project is listed under Project/Activity Description. Separate rows delineate activities within a project that differ by NEPA compliance strategy. We have indented the Project/Activity Description for each row after the first for a particular project to show that the activities are grouped.

8.
For all projects where the current NEPA status is indicated as “done,” DOE will continue to monitor implementation. Should new information arise or the proposed action change, DOE will determine whether additional NEPA review is required.

9.
When the NEPA status is identified as “pending,” the type of NEPA action (CE, EA, EIS) is based on currently available information. The type of NEPA action could change (e.g., as grant applications are reviewed), and any such changes will be reflected in future Section 1609(c) reports.
10.
Regarding whether all Federal environmental reviews and documents are complete, a blank cell indicates that we are continuing to confirm the answer. Information will be updated in future Section 1609(c) reports.
Project-Specific Notes: 
WAPA Recovery Act Implementation Appropriation – NEPA review is complete for initial activities (partial expenditure for administration, information gathering); future Section 1609(c) reports will identify additional NEPA actions.
Non-Defense Environmental Cleanup/LANL Non-Defense Recovery Act Project and Defense Environmental Cleanup/LANL Defense D&D Recovery Act Project – Pending action is issuance of a second Record of Decision related, in part, to a portion of the Recovery Act work.
Non-Defense Environmental Cleanup/West Valley Recovery Act Project – Draft EIS issued December 2008. A portion of work (related to D&D of a building) is addressed by a CE.
EERE/Enabling Fuel Cell Market Transformation: 22 new awards expected. Based on past experience, DOE anticipates making CE determinations.
EERE/Weatherization Assistance Program – DOE prepared a single CE determination that applies to the program because the funded activities are the same for all grant recipients. DOE expects to make 58 grant awards (50 states, District of Columbia, American Samoa, Guam, Northern Marianas, Puerto Rico, Virgin Islands, and the Navajo and Northern Arapahoe Native American Tribes).
EERE/State Energy Program – DOE expects to make 56 grant awards (50 states, District of Columbia, American Samoa, Guam, Northern Marianas, Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Islands). Based on past experience, DOE anticipates making CE determinations; number of determinations is not yet known (e.g., whether some grants will be grouped). Prior to receipt of applications, DOE is providing recipients up to 10 percent of their allocation for purposes such as training and administrative expenses; this distribution of funds is addressed by CE determinations made on March 10, 2009.
EERE/Battery Manufacturing – DOE will review applications to determine the appropriate NEPA action. Both the number of awards (estimated 18–40) and type of NEPA action are uncertain. DOE anticipates providing revised information in the July 2009 Section 1609(c) report, based on the current program schedule. 
EERE/Transportation Electrification – DOE will review applications to determine the appropriate NEPA action. Both the number of awards (estimated 9–54) and type of NEPA action are uncertain. DOE anticipates providing revised information in the July 2009 Section 1609(c) report, based on the current program schedule.
Office of Science (SC)/General Plant Project funding across all SC laboratories ​– NEPA review complete for three projects. Five remaining projects to be reviewed; DOE anticipates CE determinations.
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
