Explanatory Note for General Services Administration (GSA) Report
Each of GSA's eleven Regional NEPA Experts submitted spreadsheets for the projects funded in their region. The Regional submissions are based upon their review of existing project scopes and descriptions and were reviewed and consolidated by the Environment Division in the GSA Central Office.

Many of GSA’s projects are still undergoing scope clarifications and in some cases feasibility studies are underway.   In some regions the majority of projects are on historic buildings, so GSA continues to work on National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) consultation.  GSA anticipates that many "pending" projects will be completed by the next report.
Revisions Since the 30 April 2009 Report

The following revisions have been made to GSA’s NEPA status report since the 30 April 2009 Report:

                  Three projects (line items 1-3) have been moved from the “High Performance Green Building Modernization Full & Partial Building Modernization” to the “Border Stations and Land Port of Entry” Program. This revision reflects the appropriate Program and parallels GSA’s Federal Buildings Fund ARRA Spending Plan. This revision results in the following shifts for the “Border Stations and Land Port of Entry” Program on Page 1 of the spreadsheet:

        Total ARRA Appropriations (Column D) increases by $46,777,000;

        Total Environmental Assessments (Column H) increases from 2 to 4; and

        Total Environmental Impact Statements (Column I) increases from 2 to 3.

                  The Environmental Assessment for the NM – Columbus U.S. Land Port of Entry (line item 4) is now completed.  Column J is marked as “No” because the review period for public comment was not completed by June 30th.

                  The date the Environmental Assessment for the MS Jackson US Courthouse (line item 9), was completed has been corrected (4/7/2003).

                   The NEPA Action for the Edith Green – Wendell – Wyatt Federal Building, Portland OR, (line item 54) has been changed from a CE to an EA.

                  The 24 High Performance Green Building Limited Scope projects from Region 5 have been split into separate line items (#128-151).

                   The 13 High Performance Green Building Limited Scope projects from Region 10 have been split into separate line items (#194 – 206).

Obligations

GSA has obligated $556,535,787 to ARRA funded projects as of 30 June 2009. This figure is less than GSA’s reported obligations found on the recovery.gov website, totaling $556,932,442. This difference is because the obligations outlined below involve administrative costs for managing the ARRA projects and activities:

                      $ 245 for Administrative Support to the GA, Atlanta Peachtree Summit Federal Building within Region 4 (6/5/2009);

                      $ 319,513 for Administrative Support to various projects within Region 8; and

                      $ 76,897 for Administrative Support to the Pacific Rim region construction program management (6/12/2009).
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
